For an event to be successful, first we need to have the 
funds to support the logistics of putting together an event, and secondly 
and quintessentially the support of our officers. Sadly, we had neither, 
which leaves us with the current situation. The Temple Association has 
done much to help us with this dire situation, which unfortunately turns 
out to be insufficient to make us afloat for the moment. 
	
	 I’ve been asked, if we are going to hold our annual table lodge 
this year. But with the current budgetary situation, the lodge cannot meet 
most of its monthly financial obligations let alone hold a table lodge.
