	 You know change is the only constant in this universe. As we 
grow stronger together, through our personal trials or Masonic tribula-
tions there’s always something new that we learn, or something old that 
we start appreciating anew.

Passion is what 
makes us authentic persons, prone to applying what we learn in Masonry 
and amenable to the real needs of our brother’s welfare or soul. Passion, 
however is not necessarily conspicuous, loud or flamboyant. Passion 
is moderate, authentic and pervasive. But unbridled passion can be as 
deleterious and harmful as no passion at all. Compassion then is what 
reins in passion and balances it out. A charitable act, for instance, can 
be solely for tax shelter reasons. Yet when it’s done out of compassion, 
then in addition to its extrinsic dimension,  it acquires an intrinsic value;
